Boone County Animal Shelter's sixth annual 

Pawapalooza event is September 22nd. This is an 

annual fundraising event that is hosted by BCAS 

at Boone County Fairgrounds to raise money for 

the medical treatment fund. This enables the shel-

ter to save the lives of animals who previously 

may have been euthanized due to lack of re-

sources. For instance, it is used to send animals 

out for x-rays, run diagnostic testing, pay for sur-

geries like amputations and more. Pawapalooza is 

an all-day event starting with a 5K in the morning 

at England-Idlewild park, and fun events at the 

fairgrounds. 

The day will include the K9 5K, doggie games, a 

silent auction, vendors, rescue groups with adopt-

Responsible Dog Ownership Awareness Month—September and 
National Pet Wellness Month & Adopt a Shelter Dog Month—October 

 
These two months go hand in hand for having a happy and healthy pet. This means more than just 

feeding and walking your dog. Or giving your pet a place to live. It is up to everyone to promote good 

ownership practices and try to correct problems you encounter. Help educate pet 

owners before they get their pet. Share this article with friends, neighbors, ac-

quaintances. If you see an abused pet, please 

report it.  

As a responsible owner  you should: 

 

 Spay/Neuter your pet before 4-5 months of age 
 Make sure your pet is micro chipped and has a tag on his/

her collar, this includes cats 

 Teach your dog the basic commands: sit, stay, down, come 

 Keep your dog leashed in public and pick up his/her poo 

 Control excess barking 
 Walk your dog regularly, letting them out in the yard is not 

enough. 

 Indoor cats live a longer, healthier life 

 Play with them 

 Take your pet to the vet regularly 
 Make sure they have age appropri-

ate shots and vaccines 

 Prevent worms and fleas 

 Don’t forget your pet’s teeth 
 Maintain a good weight by control-

ling the food and treats 

 Keep them hydrated 

 Watch for signs of illness 

 
Remember, a pet is for life. It is up to you to make it a good 

one.
